SAFETY  FIRST 
 

While at the field the other day, I 
witnessed a couple of flights that 
were very close to, or even a little 
over, our safety fence. Try to keep 
your airplanes closer toward the 
center of our runway. That way, if 
you do stray a little, you will have 
some margin for error. Our runway 
is fairly wide so use it to your ad-
vantage. 
 
Try to avoid “tunnel vision” while 
flying. Don’t take your eyes off of 
your airplane, but use your periph-
eral vision to help keep you away 
from objects and people around 
the field.
